W Miehardt, Dee Brown and Vine Deloria
MJ&’; ©Jr. Bridger blurs the boundaries of
history and mythology in recounting the evolution of
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Indian-white relations from hostility through stereotyping to
eventual appreciation of Indian culture and philosophy. The
path of this evolution includes depicting Indians in novels,
motion pictures and theatrical productions. He offers an
optimistic outlook of American Indians who have taken
ownership of their culture and, aided by non-Indians,
projected that image in positive ways as an integral part of
American life.

The frustration of this book lies in Bridger's numerous
digressions. Enamored of motion pictures, he goes into great
detail on film synopses and profiles of people remotely con-
nected to American Indian mythology, such as the rivalry
between Thomas Edison and Nikola Tesla, John Wayne's
flings with Marlene Dietrich, and other stories that are inter-
esting but not relevant. There are also numerous typographi-
cal and spelling errors (“Judo-Christian™ is particularly
embarrassing), factual errors (Exodus wasn't about Moses)
and careless writing (Montgomery Clift's character in Red
River 1s Matt, not Mitch Garth),

Despite these faults, Bridger's book is entertaining, and at
its heart is important for its dedication in arguing for correc-
tions in the historical record that until recently left American
Indians out of its mainstream.

Chife Trivia: Weird,
Wacky Factoids for Curious Chileheads. Sunbelt Media. Trade

The “Pope of Peppers” is at it again. Dave DeWitt's latest
book takes nonfiction to a whole new level, Included is every
bit of trivia anyone could ask for about the heat-inducing
fruit. Yes, it's a fruit, not a vegetable, even though it's New
Mexico's official State Vegetable. He starts off with the
explanation of how to spell chile. An “e” at the end denotes
the plant; an “I" at the end and you get the stew (with chile
in it). And calling it a chile pepper is redundant. In this
book, DeWitt takes us on a delightful tour of the pepper.
He includes its history, various salsas, chili con carne, chile
around the world and how the heat is determined (the Sco-
ville Heat Unit starts at 0 and ends at a scorching 16 million
— japalefios rate upwards of 8,000).

Although the book is filled with trivia questions, this
one should be easy: In 1999 New Mexico State Legislature
enacted a memorial making “Red or Green?” the Official
State Question. To what does it pertain? Pick up a copy of
DeWitt's book to find out,

CLAY JENKINSON. The Character of Meriwether Lewis:
Explorer in the Wilderness. The Dakota Institute Press of the
Lewis and Clark Fort Mandan Foundation. Trade Paper-
back, 441 pages, $19.95, www fortmandan.com.

Clay Jenkinson has heavily researched events of Meri-
wether Lewis’s life and has done an admirable job. And in
distinguishing Lewis, the patrician scientist, from Clark, the
more pragmatic organizer of men, he excels.

But Jenkinson bases his analysis of Lewis's character on
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careful scrutiny of particular events like birthdays and ex-
pedition highlights. He quotes numerous modern historians
about Lewis's mental state. He is too quick to quote these
later historians who fail to admit that there are times when
the written record does not tell all. And Jenkinson blames
Lewis for eliminating embarrassing episodes in an effort to
protect his reputation. But what about the real physical hard-
ships which took their toll on all members of the expedition,
including Lewis? The starvation while crossing the Rocky
Mountains is one such hardship. Is it any wonder that Lewis
stopped writing when he and his men were eating the wax of
their candles?

While the highlights of the famed trip, like meeting the
Shoshones or sighting the Pacific Ocean do shed light on
Meriwether Lewis's character, Jenkinson's analysis seems
incomplete. Granted Lewis had a drawing room background,
was more sensitive emotionally than Clark, faced tremendous
political and financial problems afier he returned to St. Louis,
failed to complete his journal for publication and committed
suicide (a 20th Century assumption), but was he really an in-
nately weak individual? Environmental and genetic problems
combine to influence behavior, 1 think Jenkinson has not fully
explored the contribution of environment.

When [ started to read this book, I wondered what had
become of OU Press. | found the introduction to be abso-
lutely unreadable. I read it anyhow. 1 waded through the
outlandish academic jargon. | was afraid that OU had gone
completely nuts, or that they had been subjected to a horrible
academic faculty review committee. But in spite of my better
judgment, I read on.

I was pleasantly surprised to discover that the chapters
were readable, even enjoyable. The eight chapters of the
book that comprise the main text cover the art history of the
Iroquois people, and they do so in an understandable way.
They explain the history and culture of the people, how it
changed over the years and the ways in which the art of the
people reflect that history and culture and its changes.

The most interesting chapter to me was Chapter 4, which
traces the art careers of well-known early Iroquoian art-

1515 Dennis and David Cusick, George Wilson, Zacharie
VincentTelari-o-lin, James Beaver and O. Dieker. Chapter 5
continues this with a later period, covering Jesse Cornplant-
er, Sanford Plummer and Ernest Smith.

This will be a great read for anyone with a strong interest
in Mative American art history, Iroquois history or culture
history, but even for those readers, [ strongly recommend
they skip over the introduction.

General George Crook, one of the West’'s most fascinat-
ing and consequential soldiers, has not been overexposed
by biographers. In this exhaustive new treatment, the first
of two volumes, Magid takes Crook's story from childhood
through the Civil War. In California, Crook acquitted him-
self well in an array of garrison duties and small-scale Indian
campaigns. His career blossomed in the Civil War, where he
demonstrated courage, leadership and tactical skill as he rose
through the ranks to major general and corps command.

Magid has Crook’s pulse. The traditional image of an
overly cautious, private individual gives way to one of an
exceedingly complex soldier, quirky to be sure, on the way to
becoming, as William Tecumseh Sherman put it, “America's
greatest Indian fighting general.” But that frontier acclaim is
yet to come. Here, the foundation is definitively laid, and we
eagerly await the rest of the story.

For decades the
story went that
Hollywood silent
film producer
Thomas Ince was
shot in a jealous
rage by newspaper
publisher William

: Randolph Hearst
during a cruise onboard Hearst's yacht.
Author Brian Taves not only sweeps
away the misinformation to reveal the
sad truth (Ince died of a heart attack
brought on by stress and indigestion
after a toast to his birthday), but also
presents an insightful and vivid
biography of a “whirlwind of nervous
energy” who produced and/or directed
some 800 films by age 42,

Utilizing the 13,000 items in the Ince
collection stored at the Library of Con-
gress where he is an archivist, Taves
explores Ince's extraordinary business
acumen as well as his artistic desire
for realism and the use of location for
enhancing authenticity. For example,
Ince's Westerns, like the superb Hell's
Hinges (1916), weren't simply nostal-
gic recollections from cowboys, but a
remarkable layering of civilization's
influence on the frontier.
